I. Treasurer’s Report-
a. Noted a loss of $5,171.08. Was also noted that worship offering was down. 
Traditionally it is not uncommon that Jan and Feb months show a loss. Easter and Christmas giving helps to balance out this loss. II. Financial Secretary Report- 
1. Approximately 30% of giving is electronic, which helps to balance out highs and lows of giving 

2. Sherry is working on a graph that shows attendance, overall attendance of each service in comparison. The plan is, to be put in the reflector for all to review 

3. Sherry and Jim’s numbers balance after much review and work on both parties. Each use a different software program making resolution difficult at times. Each specific program has its own benefits and cannot be changed to the other program. Will continue to review and discuss how this process is working for the good. 

4. Sherry and Steve have been working with St. Paul’s renter. He had responded with statement that he is up to date on rent. Historically he is slow to pay rent, often late at times. Much discussion took place and our committee is recommending the following: a new lease/contract should be drafted with listing of those who are living in rental, raise the late fee to $100.00, and encourage payment by the 10th of every month per electronic debt. 

5. Giving envelopes cost is $2.60 per box. Sherry decreased order to 80 boxes from 100 boxes. 

III. Old Business

1. Discussion of receipt retrieval took place. Not having receipts does make treasurer’s job more difficult. Moving forward, it will have to be reinforced that receipts are a must for all purchase and if unable to obtain them in a timely fashion, a hold will be put on the credit card. 
2. Jim recommended Stephanie have her own credit card- Committee approved. 

3. Lighting – the congregation approved cost of up to $25,000.00. Sherry got a donation 3/18/24 for $10,000.00 for the lighting. $6,919.00 coming from Memorial Committee, and misc. other donations bring approximately giving to close to $17,000.00. Needed is an $8,000.00 balance. It was decided that we will ask the congregation to give $100.00 each extra over the next 60 days to reach the balance needed.
