--Having trouble ordering the equipment for the lighting project. First, the

distributor didn’t like our tax exemption form. The date wasn’t recent enough

for them. Jim supplied a new form. Now the check guarantee company

declined to guarantee the check. I’m working to find out why it was declined.

Installation quotes: Westfield Electric $9,800, Sabroske Electric

$9,900+$1,700 to repair drywall. $25,000 was approved at the

congregational meeting. Called M &M Electric and they are not

interested in the project.

--Working on forming a subcommittee to come up with ideas to spruce up the

west side of the basement.

--Called Darr’s to clear a blockage in the down spouts in the courtyard. They

could only get so far with their jet. Piping did not allow them to continue.

Water is flowing for now. This may need more attention soon. Steve will look

at the building blueprints to verify the underground piping.

--Received a quote from Capitol Aluminum to replace the wooden doors at the

south and west sides of the sanctuary with aluminum doors and frames. The

wood finish on the west doors is deteriorating again and a film has developed

on the south set. We have spent $8,748 refinishing both sets of doors since

2017. The price quote to replace the west set of doors is $7,150. Replacing the

south set of doors would be an additional $7,150. Another option that was

investigated was installing an awning over the west doors to keep the sun from

ruining the finish. The quote we received for an awning in 2022 was $8,703.

These ideas will need to be brought in front of the congregation.

--Replaced the rubber stoppers on the bottoms of three door stops. Two in the

Sunday School side men’s restroom and one at the bottom of the steps coming

down from the parish hall.

-Parking lot quotes. 1) M & B- mill and overlay $31,050, fill cracks and seal

Company-$35,960. We will continue to evaluate these options.
