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FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK

Hey Church!
A new year always invites us to pause, reflect, and ask an important question:
What is God inviting us into next?
As we step into January together, I’m deeply grateful for these first months we’ve shared. Serving as your pastor has been a joy, and it is my prayer that the new year would be marked by continued growth…both in us and through us…as the Lord builds His Church.
Here’s the beautiful truth about growth:
it doesn’t look the same for everyone.
For some, this may be the year God invites you to lead a Bible study.
For others, it may be the year you finally join one.
Some may feel called to serve with youth, greet on Sundays, support a ministry team, or help with the work of a board.
Others may sense that this is the year to take the step of officially joining St. Paul’s as a member.
The question before us as we begin a new year is simple:
Will we say “yes” to where God is leading us?
As we begin this year, I want to invite you into one simple challenge:
Take one intentional step toward deeper faith and deeper connection.
Not ten steps. Not everything at once. Just one.
One study. One place of service. One commitment to prayer. One step of obedience where you sense God leading.
The Church has always understood that preparation is part of discipleship. We don’t prepare our hearts by accident…we do so intentionally. We grow through WORSHIP, we strengthen the Body through SERVICE, and we shine the hope of Jesus through our WITNESS. A church that leans into these things is a church that responds faithfully to God’s call.
Scripture reminds us how deeply Christ loves His Church—He gave His life for her (Ephesians 5). And Paul tells us in 1 Corinthians 12 that every member matters, each uniquely gifted and intentionally placed for the building up of the Body.
I want to be honest with you: I can’t do this work alone. 

This new year will require willing hearts…people ready to lean into their gifts, set aside time, and partner together so that Christ may be known in our community and beyond. We want our lights to shine. We want Jesus to work through us.
Yes, serving takes time.
Yes, it requires sacrifice.
And yes—it is absolutely worth it!
One ministry I’m especially excited about as we enter this new season is the launch of our Prayer Team. This team will meet weekly to intentionally pray over our congregation, our community, and the mission God has given us. Prayer is not a side ministry. It is foundational to everything we do.
If serving feels intimidating right now, that’s okay. The first step doesn’t have to be big, it just has to be faithful. Let’s get you connected.

At St. Paul’s, we already have two established Bible studies:

· Men’s Study — Saturdays at 8 AM

· Women’s Study — Wednesdays at 6 PM

And in this new year, we’re excited to EXPAND and MULTIPLY those opportunities.

Beginning in January, we are launching TWO NEW Bible studies:

1. A new weekday Men’s Bible Study led by Kyle Klinski, using RightNow Media.

2. A Co-Ed Bible Study led by Walker & Shelby Davenport, working through Tara-Lee Cobble’s Bible in a Year plan.

The study led by Kyle will walk verse by verse through Scripture, helping men slow down and truly understand what God is saying. Rather than rushing through passages, we’ll dig into the meaning, context, and application of God’s Word…allowing Scripture to shape us, challenge us, and grow us in spiritual maturity. If you’re looking to build a strong biblical foundation, strengthen discernment, and grow in confidence with God’s Word, this is a great place to start in the new year.

For the co-ed study, I have free devotionals available for the first three people who sign up. Anyone who joins after that will simply need to purchase their own devotional and study guide. If cost is ever a concern, or if you have questions, please reach out. The Davenports and I are more than happy to help.

If you already read your Bible daily, this plan is a great fit: three chapters a day, a few reflection questions, and a weekly group discussion. Over the past few months, Madie and I have been walking through this plan with the Davenports, and it’s been incredible. Nothing has been off-limits. So far we’ve discussed faith, family, culture, parenting, and yes… even aliens and jiu-jitsu. Through it all, we’ve grown closer as the Body of Christ AND had a lot of fun doing it.

In addition to these new Bible studies, we will also be offering a membership class in January for anyone who is interested in learning more about St. Paul’s, our beliefs, and what it means to be part of this church family. Whether you’re brand new or have been attending for some time, this class is a great next step.

Church, I love you and I’m grateful for you. As we enter this new year, I’m excited to see what God will build among us as we take faithful steps forward and say yes to Him together.
