2024

ANNUAL REPORT

January through November – Our focus, throughout the year, is assembling 60” X 80” mission quilts for Lutheran World Relief, the NALC, or other local needs each month. This “quilt ministry” is scheduled the 4th Wednesday of each month in the church basement sewing room. Materials used are donated fabric, quilt tops, crochet cotton, and flat sheets. Quilt batting is purchased for the fill layer, or we use old blankets.

Spring – We start collecting items for the Lutheran World Relief “kits.” This year we used what we had in our inventory plus donations of specific items needed. We concentrated on baby kits & personal care kits this year. 2 quilts were donated to the food pantry pizza party fund-raiser.

September – 25 mission quilts were displayed in the sanctuary and dedicated into God’s service over the Labor Day weekend. We shipped 38 pairs of used eye glasses to “New Eyes for the Needy”. Later, we were advised that this charity no longer excepts used eye-glasses, so we have discontinued that collection program. They now distribute new eyeglasses or collect money for same.

October – We delivered 20 mission quilts, 12 baby care kits, and 8 personal care kits to the LWR in-gathering for over-seas distribution. 1 quilted throw was donated to the Credit Union Angel Tree program.

December – 3 military Christmas boxes were mailed to military family members. We also packed 20 Christmas Cheer bags for our home-bound members or those in care centers; 6 bags were given to our church staff. Thank you to our congregation for helping to deliver these bags & bringing Christmas Cheer!!
