Church family,
I wanted to share a word of gratitude and encouragement with you, because over the past few weeks I’ve had the joy of witnessing something truly meaningful take shape among us.

Our new Bible studies have officially launched, and I cannot overstate how encouraging it has been to see the hunger for God’s Word. At our co-ed Bible study, 22 adults gathered with a couple more who fully intended to come but were sick and stuck at home. That kind of turnout doesn’t happen by accident. ANNUAL REPORT

January through November – Our focus, through-out the year, is assembling 60” X 80” mission quilts for Lutheran World Relief, the NALC, or other local needs each month. This “quilt ministry” is scheduled the 4th Wednesday of most months in the church basement sewing room. Materials used are donated fabric, quilt tops, crochet cotton, and flat sheets. Quilt batting is purchased for the fill layer, or we use old blankets.

Spring – We bid a fond, but sad, farewell to our friend, Barb Gosnell, who moved to Columbus with her husband, our former Pastor Gerry. Barb was a faithful supporter of the quilt ministry for many years and freely shared her sewing talents, knowledge and expertise. She could always be counted on for last-minute supplies or to lend a hand where needed. Thank you, Barb!!

August – Our used postage stamp program was updated to replace the Northern Illinois Mission TO: “Stamps for the Wounded”. This organization helps current military members and vets, especially, but not limited to, our wounded warriors. Updates on this will continue throughout 2026.

September – We displayed 20 mission quilts in the sanctuary on September 14 in honor of Pastor Sam’s installation. A special quilt was presented to him from the congregation.

4th Quarter – Donated one lap quilt to the Impact Credit Union Angel Tree. We gave a special quilt to a church member wanting God’s comfort around them after surgery and through recovery. We shipped 21 mission quilts to the NALC Disaster Relief Warehouse in Caldwell, OH. We packed/shipped 4 military Christmas boxes.  We packed Christmas Cheer bags for church members who are home-bound, shut-ins at home & to our church staff. These will be delivered by church members. Thank you to ALL who support our various missions!!
