January 28, 2024

(Unapproved Minutes---will be approved at the Annual Meeting in 2025)

The 153rd Annual Congregational Meeting was called to order by Council President, Kevin Larkins, at 12:55 p.m. following a pot-luck luncheon.

Pastor Tim Hubert opened with prayer.

Attending were 53 members who signed the registry.

Gerry Gosnell moved to accept the minutes of the 152nd Congregational Annual Meeting. Jeff Haughawout seconded the motion.

Motion carried. Minutes approved.

OLD BUSINESS: None

PASTORAL REPORT: See page 4 of Annual Report

CHURCH COUNCIL REPORTS:

EVANGELISM & SOCIAL BOARD: See page 7 of Annual Report.  Jim Sieger thanked the congregation for attending social events and for their help in the kitchen on event days.

PARISH EDUCATION & YOUTH BOARD: See page 8-9 of Annual Report.  A video containing youth events from throughout the year was played.  Cassidy Smith, Youth Director, gave a testimonial and requested help from the congregation for CCYG as she would like CCYG to be weekly and year-round.  She reported that Kalahari was great, CCYG is good, and great things are happening in the youth in Clyde.  Her overall message was “Love people well”.

PROPERTY: see page 10 of Annual Report.  Steve Jess addressed the congregation with a list of repairs/upgrades made in 2023 and future needs of the church to include:  cleaning white off front doors, refinishing west doors with consideration of an awning to protect them from the direct sunlight they incur, spruce up downstairs, Parish Hall floors 
refinishing, and although money was raised for the numerous capital improvements, by the time they got to the parking lot across the street, the price has increased drastically and can no longer be completed with the money left from that campaign.  

STEWARDSHIP & FINANCE:  see page 11-12 of Annual Report.  Tim Billings explained to the congregation the 2023 worship offering was down compared to 2022.  Expenses were down as well, mostly due to payroll.  This will not be the case in 2024, so expecting a tough year to come.  The Budget Summary was presented and can be located on page 29 of the Annual Report.

WORSHIP BOARD:  see page 13 of Annual Report.  

OTHER REPORTS
ENDOWMENT COMMITTEE: see page 18 of Annual Report.

Kendall Stuckey moved to distribute money as allocated on the endowment committee annual report. Fred Bouyack seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Kendall Stuckey moved to retract/vote down the previous distribution as new information was provided that increased the allocation of monies by $10,000.  Erin Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Kendall Stuckey moved to increase total allocations by $10,000, allocating $20,000 from the Mary E. and Burton C. Schwochow Fund to the General Fund of St. Paul Lutheran, $25,000 from the Richard Krauss Youth and Family Ministry Fund to be used for the Youth Director’s Salary, and the rest as written in the endowment committee annual report.  Erin Williams seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.

Other reports to include the DISASTER RELIEF FUND, GOOD SAMARITAN COMMTTEE, MEMORIAL COMMITTEE, THE WOMEN OF ST. PAUL LUTHERAN CHURCH, ST. PAUL WOMEN’S MISSION ACTION COMMITTEE, ST PAUL LUTHERAN WOMEN 2023 FINANCIAL SUMMARY, AUDIT COMMITTEE, BUDGET COMMITTEE SUMMARY were reviewed with no action.

TREASURER’S REPORT: see pages 30-43 of Annual Report.

Erin Williams moved to accept the treasurer’s report as printed.  Tammy Baker seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.
Erin Williams moved to accept the budget as printed. Kendall Rieman seconded the motion.  Discussion on worship offering ensued.  Motion Carried.

NEW BUSINESS:

1.  Jeff Haughawout requested information on 10:30 service questionnaire and the results.  Brandis Stout and Mel Cook reported that a summary was posted by the Worship Board; however, specifics were not provided because some comments were offensive.  The summary was subsequently read by Brandis to those in attendance and will be reposted in an upcoming Reflector. 

2. Deb Arnold questioned whether the 10:30 service was considered Lutheran.  As reported in the worship board summary, they did in fact discuss this with visiting pastors as well as Pastor Tim and it contains the necessary elements to be considered a Lutheran Worship Service.

3. Steve Jess discussed the lighting issue in the Sanctuary.  He reported that our lighting panel for the sanctuary continues to decline and it becomes increasingly difficult to find incandescent bulbs that can be dimmed.  To resolve this the following is needed:

a. A new dimmer panel (equipment only) with quotes at $10,500

b. Installation of dimmer panel with quotes at $9800 and $9900

Jeff Haughawout moved to replace the dimmer panel, relamp the sanctuary, purchase LED bulbs, and installation not to exceed $25,000.  Terry Langham seconded the motion.  Discussion of where the money would come from with 3 options provided to be determined by Property, Stewardship and Finance, and the Treasurer and approved by Church Council.  Motion Carried.

Gary Gosnell moved to adjourn the meeting.  Fred Bouyack seconded the motion.  Motion Carried.  Meeting was adjourned by President, Kevin Larkins at 2:05 p.m.

Pastor Tim closed the meeting by leading the attendees in a closing prayer.
