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Hello Church Family,
Over the past several weeks, we’ve been blessed in a visible and meaningful way—new faces walking through our doors. People from different backgrounds, different stories, all coming for one reason: to hear the Word of God and to be challenged by it.

And what has been especially encouraging is this. They’ve been open! Open to the truth. Open to being stretched. Open to what God is doing.

That is not something we take for granted. That is the work of the Holy Spirit.

If there is one thing I know and hold firmly to, it’s that our church stands on truth. Not on opinions that change with time. Not on the pressure of culture. But on the unshakable foundation of Jesus Christ, our Savior and our Lord. He is our cornerstone. He is the Rock on which we stand, the anchor that holds us steady, and the truth that sets people free.

And because of that foundation, we are seeing something beautiful take place.

In the short time I’ve been here, I’ve already seen roots growing deeper. Faith is being strengthened. People are not just attending… they are engaging. They are asking questions. They are seeking understanding. They are being drawn closer to Christ.

And it doesn’t happen in isolation. It happens because of your faithfulness. It happens because of the way you welcome people… the way you care for one another… the way you serve quietly, love consistently, and show up week after week. People don’t just hear the Gospel here, they experience it through you. That’s evangelism. Not just words spoken, but lives lived. Not just inviting someone to church, but showing them what it looks like to follow Jesus in real life.

And as we continue to see God move, this is where unity becomes essential.

Ephesians 4:3 reminds us to be “eager to maintain the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace.” That unity is not based on sameness, but on our shared foundation in Jesus. It means we move forward together. We support one another. We keep our eyes fixed on Christ, not on preferences or distractions. We are not building separate lives… we are being built together.

And right now, it truly feels like we are riding a wave of grace that God is pouring out on this church. The question is not whether God is working, the question is how we will respond.

So here is my prayer for us:

That we remain firmly planted on the Rock of Ages.
That we stay united… not just in word, but in heart and purpose.
And that each one of us keeps growing deeper in our personal relationship with Him.

Because when a church stands firm in truth and walks together in love, it becomes something powerful. It becomes a place where people are welcomed. A place where lives are changed. A place where the Gospel is not just preached, but seen. And ultimately… A place where people don’t just come in the doors… They encounter Jesus.

Quilt Ministry We were off to a slow start this year: Our January session was canceled due to the cold early morning temperatures. In February, I was the only one able to attend. I spent time organizing, sorting and straightening up our sewing room. In March, Linda, Joanne and I completed 2 mission quilts. Our mission quilts for 2026 will be delivered to Lutheran World Relief in October. In 2025, LWR distributed 21 shipping containers of quilts and kits in 12 U.S. states to help victims of hurricanes, wildfires and floods.


We can always use new/used FLAT sheets of any color or pattern. Used ones MUST be clean, with NO stains, holes, or tears. They also must have some useable life, not worn out. Mission Quilts are adapted to many uses by the eventual recipient: to sleep under, to sleep over, or to be used to cover windows or doorways. And there may not be electricity for machine- washing.


We donated 2 mission quilts to the Pizza Party Pantry Fundraiser that was held at St. Paul in March.

Stamps for the Wounded We still collect USED/USED commemorative stamps

and all types of stamp collecting supplies for wounded veterans and current military members. The stamps and supplies help in rehabilitation and also as hobbies for interested members with like-minded interests. Your donations can be dropped off in the donation center at the back elevator entrance.

Used eyeglasses WE NO LONGER collect used eyeglasses. Organizations that once wanted these items have stopped these types of programs. Instead, they concentrate on raising money to buy NEW glasses for those in need who cannot afford to buy them. PLEASE dispose of your old eye-glasses locally.

Baby Care Kits We are in need of new/used receiving blankets up to 52” square. Can be med weight cotton or flannel or crocheted/knitted with lightweight yarn. These items can also be dropped off in the donation center.
