I grew up with this hymn which often comforted me as a child.  Like many of us, in our teens and early 20s, prayer was not really part of my life.  I was busy being a successful student, being wise in my own eyes.

But the time came when all my pretentions came crashing down.  The stress of being successful was catching up on me.  Stress began to affect my health.  One night I broke down and prayed like I hadn’t prayed in years.  “Sweet hour of prayer, sweet hour of prayer, that calls us from a world of care!”

The older I’ve become, the deeper I’ve dived into the life of prayer!  I pray many times a day, sometimes just a word or two, sometimes a whole minute or even more.  But still I yearn for spending a whole hour in prayer, a whole hour with our Lord!

Yes, you may say, we are in worship on Saturday and twice on Sunday for a whole hour of prayer.  We meditate on the lessons and sermon.  We sing our prayers in hymns and songs.  Our offering is a physical sharing of our prayer for the needy.

October is the month CCYG begins again.  Let’s all pray for this mission to our young people.  Not just this once, but continually, that we can faithfully reach out to our own young people, and especially to those youngsters who don’t have a church home. 

Let’s become prayer warriors not only for the youth, but for St Paul, and Clyde and all of Ohio, and for the United States.  Let’s not stop there.  Let’s pray for our world, and for our brothers and sisters who are dying the martyrs death each week!  Let’s all yearn for that sweet hour of prayer!
