For myself, I have real concerns about what we Lutherans have gone through in the last 20 or so years.  I could blame other “other side.”  But I also know, the insults and snubs I endured years ago forced me to become a better pastor.  When people in the church speak in glowing terms of abortion, for instance, I am drawn ever more deeply into prayer for our good Lord, who knitted us together in our mother’s womb (Psalm 139:13), to pray for the forgiveness of those who kill the unborn and for my own forgiveness which in our Lord’s eyes is just as if not more needed.

Before we criticize others for the speck in their eye, pray the good Lord to forgive the log in our own eye. (Matthew 7:3-5). 

Incidentally, the quote above was found in the clothing of a dead child at Ravensbruck Concentration Camp.
