Recording Secretary’s Report: Tony Paradiso read the meeting minutes from

the May 21st, 2025 meeting. Bob Kessler moved to accept the minutes and

Tom Billings second the motion, and the Minutes were APPROVED.

Financial Secretary Report: Tom Billings presented the financial report as of

August 20, 2025. After some good discussion, Tony Paradiso motioned for

approval and Collin Rieman 2nd the motion. Motion APPROVED.

Old Business: Greg Avery reviewed the list of committee members and it was

mentioned that Tom Billings, Tony Paradiso and Walt Frazier’s 3-year terms

were expiring end of 2025. Next year there will be the need to replace both the

Financial Secretary and the Recording Secretary position.

New Business: Mike Neill from Edward Jones gave an update on all the

Endowment accounts. Mike presented handouts with detailed fund information

on each of the (5) Endowment accounts. He discussed the history of how and

why St Paul is invested in the funds they are currently in and how this was

directed by our “Investment Policy Statement”.
The current investment policy targets 65% Equities and 35% Fixed Income with

a 5% variance. Mike Neill would re-balance the portfolio if the account were

to grow outside the allocation amounts and the variance. This is reviewed

quarterly.

There was much discussion whether this should be changed. (more aggressive

allocation) possible 70/30 or 80/20.

Mike Neill felt we would stay the course. Collin Rieman suggested that maybe

the variance should be expanded to a 10% variance vs. the 5% variance to allow

more flexibility during various market changes. The board agreed. Kendall

Stucky made a motion for the change and Walt Frasher 2nd. APPROVED

Collin Rieman was going to work on some new language reflecting the change

from 5% variance to the 10% variance as discussed for next meeting for

everyone to look at. Additional action is possible regarding this topic at the

next meeting.

NOTE: The current policy statement was approved 8 years ago on 10-28-17.

Kendall Rieman suggested that the board should look at the Investment Policy

Statement on an annual basis and approve one. The board agreed.

Mike recommended a change/exchange in all the Hartford sub accounts that are

invested in the “Hartford Mid-Cap” be moved to the “Hartford Schroders US

Mid-Cap opportunities fund”.

There are no fees or cost to St Paul.

The committee unanimously supported Mike ‘s recommendation.
