How soon can we expect a new pastor?  When God says, “NOW!”  The bad news is that every month we will be competing with 40+ other parishes just in the NALC also looking for a pastor.  The good news is that as we heal, we become more and more attractive to our next pastor. 

The longer I’m here, the more I love all of you!  When we start looking for a new pastor, I will also let my pastor friends know what a wonderful congregation this is.  When we start this process, it will be a very needed season of extra prayers!  We want what our good Lord wants for us!
