Do you have older Bibles or religious materials-books, paperbacks, magazines, daily devotionals, CDs, DVDs, Biblical puzzles & games, puppets, nativity sets, or anything that helps teach the gospel-just sitting around because you’re not sure what to do with them? We have a plan…the company Love Packages collects all these items, sorts them by category & sends them overseas to share the word of God.
We will begin collecting these items in the Parish Hall on April 6th. There will be a container marked as such. We will end the collection on May 1st. We have a volunteer who will drive our donations to their collection point in Delaware, Ohio.
Love Packages started in Butler, IL and has a 2nd location in Decatur, AL. Once the materials are sorted, they are shipped overseas in a 20-ton container. Monetary donations are accepted to maintain and expand the ministry. The priority is to pay for the container expenses. There are also “unseen” costs for fuel and truck expenses to pick up the donations from publishers and other ministries. They note the most important element is to pray because the ministry is depending on God, not people.
